On Tuesday it was óInternet Safety Dayô.  Some of the children got to explore a new 

e-safety programme we have just bought called Gooseberry Planet.  During next half 

term all the children will start Gooseberry Planet lessons.  Gooseberry Planet helps 

pupils to navigate the complicated landscape of the internet and to stay safe. It uses 

gaming technology to help children learn about internet safety. In the course of a 

familiar game, children are exposed to online safety issues requiring a response 

such as meeting strangers, bullying, grooming and sexual exploitation. Children love playing games and 

Gooseberry Planet is a fun way to present internet safety situations to them. The software platform 

facilitates the participation of teachers to discuss the issues raised in the game with their students, and to 

monitor their reactions to the situations. As part of it they provide lots of information for parents too.  The 

school will send more information about this soon.
